Ziele der Veranstaltung

What is colonialism? What does it mean to suggest that we
are living in a post-colonial warld? Can historical and
contemporary decolonization struggles make visible the
ways that colonialism continues to shape our geopolitical
landscape? Driven by these guestions, this seminar will
explore the history of colonialism with a focus on
understanding how colonial rule has shaped the political,
economic, and social practices of postcolonial states.
Students will be challenged to consider how concepts such
as race, gender, and humanitarianism were mobilized by
colonial interventions in order to implement particular forms
of rule and exploitation. This seminar will critically engage
with a range of work in anthropology, political theory, and
literature in order to make visible the colonial concepts and
forms of knowledge that continue to shape the ways we
understand the world around us.
