Kommentar:
This seminar attempts to follow in the footsteps of luminaries such

as J.R.R. Tolkien, Marc Okrand, or David Joshua Peterson. They all went from studying
living languages to using this very knowledge to create artificial languages for the most
different of peoples and cultural backgrounds.

In this course, we shall shed some light on their methods and, finally, the participants will
be asked to become linguistically creative again to develop their own (rudimentary)
artificial language.

The course will be split into two parts. In the first part the structure of languages will be
analysed on all levels, starting with phonemes up to syntax, language typology, and
etymologies. This will be the foundation on which we, then, will look into some selected
artificial languages and their grammars. The second part of the seminar will then ask the
participants to use the gained theoretical knowledge actively in creating their own
language. Due to the structure of the seminar, participants are expected to work actively
and independently.

Kommentar:
What is translation? The answer seems simple: It is a transfer of words from one language

into another. If it was that easy a task, the results of machine translated texts would not
leave us puzzled, only “understanding railway station”.

Thus, this seemingly simple question we will try to answer in the course of this seminar -
and we might come to realise that it is everything but simple. In order to do so, it shall be
explained what translation actually is and how its understanding and practice has
developed over time. We will also look critically into the different approaches towards
translation and the respective vastness of theories. Additionally, we will also investigate
the manifold linguistic as well as cultural stumbling blocks of translating texts.

These linguistic peculiarities are especially a challenge for the many attempts of
successful machine translation which we will also critically analyse and evaluate. A final
outlook into the presentation of translation in science-fiction will then conclude the
seminar with an imaginary future outlook.

Kommentar:

Today, the inhabitants of the islands across the Channel are in a minority among the
speakers of English worldwide. However, as the homeland of the language we now call
English, the British Isles feature an impressive range of dialectal variation from the
beginning of the recorded history of the language. Further, the British Isles have always
been the site of language contact, involving indigenous languages such as the Celtic
languages, the languages of early conquerors such as Scandinavian or Norman French, or
lately the languages of former colonial subjects such as immigrants from the Caribbean or
South Asia.

This lecture will take you on a guided tour through the linguistic landscapes of the British
Isles, ranging from historical dialectology to contemporary multicultural London English.

Kommentar:

We usually do not have a lot of trouble identifying whether a speaker is from the USA or Great
Britain by listening to their pronunciation, but what are the typical sounds of English varieties
spoken there? Furthermore, what do speakers of English from, for instance, Singapore, Nigeria,
or Trinidad sound like? In this seminar, we will focus on the sounds in different varieties of
English. In a first step, we will revise and discuss central concepts and terms from the fields of
phonetic and phonology. You will also be provided with the basics of working with Praat, a tool
for the linguistic analysis of the acoustic properties of sounds. After this introductory part, we will
consider the sounds of English by working on a selection of different varieties. In addition to
reading some relevant studies, we will conduct our own (small-scale) acoustic experiments. By
the end of the class, you will be familiarized with the theory and practice of analysing the
sound(s) of World Englishes.

Kommentar:

Since the sixties of the last century, when the first machine-readable collections of texts - that is,
corpora - were created, the importance of corpora and corpus-based linguistics has grown
exponentially. This course will introduce you to the theory and practice of working with corpora.
We will look at the principles of corpus compilation and corpus design, get acquainted with the
range of corpora already available, learn how to make our own corpus queries, and consider
selected corpus-based studies dealing with a variety of linguistic topics.

Kommentar: This course provides a comprehensive introduction to the methods of literary
analysis and concepts of literary theory. It will introduce students to the basic elements of the
major literary genres and media contexts (narrative fiction, poetry, drama, film analysis), as well
as a number of key theoretical texts which inform Literary Studies today.

Special attention will be paid to questions such as: What is literature, and how do we identify a
text? What is the role of theory in reading literary texts? How do different methods of textual
analysis work and why do we need them? What are story, plot, point of view, and setting? What
do most film plots have in common?

We will apply these concepts and categories to a number of literary (and cinematic) examples,
including fairy tales, Shakespearean poetry and drama, and contemporary feature films.

Select theoretical texts as well as primary literature will be provided at the beginning of the term

Going viral via YouTube, Instagram, and Twitter, contemporary poetry by writers like Warsan
Shire, Hollie McNish, and Kate Tempest is hugely successful in Britain and internationally. Their
work shows that poetry has long outgrown its stereotypically elitist stance and its reputation as
an impenetrable, hard-to-relate-to genre. The opening lines of Shire's poem “Home" (2015), “No
one leaves home unless / home is the mouth of a shark,” have even become something of a
rallying cry for refugees and their advocates in Europe and the US.

In this course, we will trace the history of British poetry from 1945 to the present, with a
particular emphasis on (performance) poetry after the turn of the millennium. We will discuss the
work of canonical authors like Philip Larkin, Kingsley Amis, Geoffrey Hill, and Simon Armitage, just
like the poetry of up-and-coming voices such as Shire, McNish, Tempest, or Sabrina Mahfouz. We
will direct our attention to black British poetry by Linton Kwesi Johnson, John Agard, Patience
Agbabi, and Jackie Kay, and read feminist poetry by writers like Carol Ann Duffy, Sophie Hannah,
or Liz Lochhead.

As we survey the diverse field of contemporary British poetry, we will practise the application of
basic categories of poetry analysis like metre, rhyme, stanza, or imagery. We will enquire into the
themes that the selected poems address and the cultural work that they are doing, and we will
investigate how each poem plays with and expands the genre’s formal possibilities.

Whether through movies and books, persisting claims of wire-tapped phones of high-ranking
officials and politicians, or the lack in data transparency at Google LLC - one thing has been made
abundantly clear: surveillance has become a truly inescapable part of life. While reports such as
these often invoke an image of a “Big Brother” that is watching you, it has been noted that the
emergence of new media, and social media in particular, made it possible for surveillance to be
carried out by a large number of individuals on various levels. These new technologies have
supposedly turned our societies into 'surveillance societies’, in which vision becomes supervision,
and in which surveillance assumes, advances, and/or creates relationships of domination.

In the course of this seminar, we will explore, through a close reading of passages of George
Orwell's 71984 and selected episodes of the first season of Charlie Brooker's Black Mirror, some of
the history of representing, criticizing, negotiating and advancing surveillance in literature and
visual media. We will trace in how far, or whether at all, visual and literary representations of
surveillance have changed over time. Moreover, we will have a look at the way popular culture
informs, negotiates, and, at times, even helps to advance surveillance practices. Additionally, we
look at how surveillance shapes identities, sexualities, power structures, cultural and individual
memory, as well as cultural spaces and practices.

Kommentar:

E.M. Forster was one of the most acclaimed authors of the 20" century and remains
popular among readers, critics, and adaptors alike. Having produced some of the most
famous English novels of the 20™ century over the course of 20 years, including Howards
End (1910) and A Passage to India (1924), Forster largely retired from writing fiction when
he was only in his forties, turning towards criticism and biographies. In his books, he
usually paints a somewhat bleak and bittersweet picture of English society in decline - his
writing is rich in both sharp and witty observations and heart-breaking details, depicting
the sometimes comic and often tragic consequences of upper-class English people
causing havoc at home and abroad. Moreover, his novels address class issues, queer
desire(s), and the future of the British Empire.

In this seminar, we will scrutinise three of Forster's six novels in more detail: his lesser-
known debut, Where Angels Fear to Tread (1905), A Room with a View (1908), as well as the
posthumously published Maurice (1971), one of the first English novels to openly depict a
homosexual love story.

This course introduces students to contemporary Sri Lankan fiction in English, an
important body of work in its own right. It offers unique perspectives on place, history,
society, gender, sexuality, and culture, and it draws attention to the diversity that exists
within the Indian sub-continent itself, for instance by overtly depicting or covertly carrying
traces of the legacies of Portuguese, Dutch and British colonialism of over 500 years. This
situation is unique to Sri Lanka in comparison to India, Pakistan or Bangladesh. Sri Lankan
literature draws on subjectivities rooted in an “island culture”, and it grapples with the
complexities that arise from using English as a privileged medium of expression, even
though authors working in English are marginalized in comparison to those who write in
Sinhala or Tamil. Yet Sri Lankan writers in English have also often deployed this sense of
alienation to offer poignant and provocative perspectives on the political, including the
armed violence that has been a dominant feature of Sri Lankan politics, society and
culture for the past three decades.

Students will read novels and short stories by Sri Lankan authors Michael Ondaatje,
Romesh Gunesekera and Nayomi Munaweera. Their books portray an ethnic war fought
between the Sri Lankan government and the Liberation Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTTE), they
grapple with the co-existence of violence and beauty that makes the country a tourist
paradise, they portray the choices women make in war (including that of being female
suicide bombers), and they ask what “justice” may look like in post-war Sri Lanka. This
seminar will provide historical and social background to Sri Lanka and an opportunity to
read novels that, because of a politics of publishing that marginalises writers from smaller
countries, remains hidden from the world’s literary stage.

The aim of this interdisciplinary workshop is to equip students of English and American Studies at TU
Dresden with the historical, political, social, and cultural knowledge required to expose, and
dismantle, Anglo-American cultures of imperialism that view the Islamic world, and specifically
I[ranian culture and society, through the lens of “neo-Orientalism.” Over the course of four sessions,
and with a focus on contemporary postrevolutionary Iran, the convenor and participants engage in
dialogue over a wide range of examples from the sphere of culture, both literary and popular.

The workshop consists of two sections. During the first weekend (28-29 June), the convenor
introduces the participants to a number of texts, produced in the United States and Europe, that
portray Middle Eastern, and lIranian, societies as essentially backward and politically regressive.
Participants will be asked to share their relevant encounters, and encouraged to situate each
example in geopolitical and historical context. During the second weekend (5-6 July), the convenor
brings forth globally-recognized as well as lesser-known examples from modern Iran that help
counter and complicate the neo-Orientalist view of the Middle Eastern society. The examples include
representations of gender and sexuality in literature and cinema, and treatments of European
modernity in contemporary thought (from secular nationalism to Islamic fundamentalism). The
workshop will firstly shed light on Iran, a geopolitically-charged country, beyond the neo-Orientalism
of popular media and political discourse. Secondly, and more importantly, by way of exposing the
limits of “the West and the Rest” binary opposition, the workshop will conclude that our inherited
world map is counter-productive in that it tends to diminish the potential for a meaningful cross-
cultural dialogue, and transnational solidarity, when it comes to the many challenges that we face
today. This call to decolonize knowledge, in both European and non-European societies, will address
the problem within the immediate context of the workshop, namely, the conversation between the
Iranian convenor and participants based in Germany.

Kommentar:

Having its origins in European Enlightenment and Romanticism, the Gothic has played centrally in
the formation of an American national literary tradition. As an unstable mode of expression, it is
marked by generic hybridity that opens up spaces in which the basic premises of rationality are
challenged by a playful interference of the imaginary, thus exemplifying what Freud saw as
manifestations of “the uncanny,” the reappearance of the deeply familiar in seemingly unfamiliar
- and therefore threatening - forms.

In this course, we will first provide a theoretical platform for our critical discussions of selected
19™ and 20" century fictions, ranging from texts written by Charles Brockden Brown and Edgar
Allen Poe, over Henry James and Truman Capote to Tennessee Williams and Sylvia Plath.
Performing inclusive analytical readings, we want to discuss the gothic mode as a possibility for
the writers to engage in narrative experimentation, thus fostering aesthetic innovations that
anticipate some of the devices of 20" and 21% century (post-)modern writing which will be part of
a second course on Gothic traditions in winter semester 2019/20.

Autobiographical writing designates self-referential writing. Since it negotiates issues that revolve
around questions associated with “self,” “life” and “writing,” autobiographies represent dynamic
processes of mediation, thematically between the self and the world, technically between the
author and the chosen medium of self-representation.

In this seminar, we want to explore the liminal spaces between fact and fiction, in which these
retrospective life narratives defy generic identification. For this reason, we will start out with a
discussion of selected theoretical approaches to autobiographical texts as a most flexible “figure
of understanding” (de Man 1984) that is supposed to develop a growing awareness of the
complexities of the interactions between the “personal” and the “historical” and of the role
individual stories play in the making of history. Afterwards we will pay critical attention to the
increasing heterogeneity of American self-referential writing. Reading and discussing highly
diverse 20™ and 21° century American autobiographical narratives we will also consider the
contemporary preference of the term life writing to autobiography when referring to telling the
story of one’'s life.

The aim of this interdisciplinary workshop is to equip students of English and American Studies at TU
Dresden with the historical, political, social, and cultural knowledge required to expose, and
dismantle, Anglo-American cultures of imperialism that view the Islamic world, and specifically
I[ranian culture and society, through the lens of “neo-Orientalism.” Over the course of four sessions,
and with a focus on contemporary postrevolutionary Iran, the convenor and participants engage in
dialogue over a wide range of examples from the sphere of culture, both literary and popular.

The workshop consists of two sections. During the first weekend (28-29 June), the convenor
introduces the participants to a number of texts, produced in the United States and Europe, that
portray Middle Eastern, and lIranian, societies as essentially backward and politically regressive.
Participants will be asked to share their relevant encounters, and encouraged to situate each
example in geopolitical and historical context. During the second weekend (5-6 July), the convenor
brings forth globally-recognized as well as lesser-known examples from modern Iran that help
counter and complicate the neo-Orientalist view of the Middle Eastern society. The examples include
representations of gender and sexuality in literature and cinema, and treatments of European
modernity in contemporary thought (from secular nationalism to Islamic fundamentalism). The
workshop will firstly shed light on Iran, a geopolitically-charged country, beyond the neo-Orientalism
of popular media and political discourse. Secondly, and more importantly, by way of exposing the
limits of “the West and the Rest” binary opposition, the workshop will conclude that our inherited
world map is counter-productive in that it tends to diminish the potential for a meaningful cross-
cultural dialogue, and transnational solidarity, when it comes to the many challenges that we face
today. This call to decolonize knowledge, in both European and non-European societies, will address
the problem within the immediate context of the workshop, namely, the conversation between the
Iranian convenor and participants based in Germany.

Kommentar:

This ‘kombinierte Sprachprifung’ concentrates on pronunciation and intonation skills but
also involves competence in grammar. There are two exam sections, an oral exam, which
tests spoken language skills, and a written exam, which tests:

(1) phonetic transcription

(2) the usage of verbs and tenses, as well the explanation of rules using grammatical
terminology

Students have to choose between British and American English but the course content is
very similar. Regarding pronunciation and intonation, we aim to identify the students’
problem areas, tune in students’ ears to pronunciation style and speech rhythm (stress

perfect form) as stepping-stones to progress and improvement. The skills and knowledge
gained here will be developed in the year two Listening and Speaking course.

This course deals with basic and advanced grammar concepts and targets the particular
problems foreigners in general and Germans in particular commonly have with English
grammar. This course builds on the knowledge of grammar gained at school, but whereas
“Abitur” classes often concentrate on communicative skills, this university course will focus
on accuracy and knowledge of grammatical structures. Although students have
encountered and practised most aspects of English grammar at school, many do not
control them well.

Using a contrastive approach, this class will address the English verb system, the
peculiarities of nouns and their determiners, part-of-speech analysis, parsing, gerunds vs.
infinitives, collocations, phrasal verbs, types of subordinate clauses, modal verbs, word
order (inversion etc), and adjective vs. adverb problems. Exercises will include: gap-filling,
transformations, error correction, translation and sentence analysis. Since the philosophy
of the class is partly based on a contrastive approach, translation from German into
English will also play a role. Reference books will be recommended in class.
