Kommentar:

In its basic design the class is part of the Linguistics module for all first year students (as
an alternative to "Introduction to Synchronic Linguistics").

You will be given an overview of historical developments of the English language. We will
cover the fields of phonology, morphology, syntax and semantics from the point of view
of their systematic historical developments that have led to Present Day Standard British
English and General American English. Simultaneously you will be introduced to the basic
tools of linguistic analysis and description that are valid both for the synchronic and the
diachronic approach.

By the end of the class you will have acquired the linguistic tools to analyse speech
phenomena at a basic level. Moreover have become familiar with the major
developments in the history of English.

You are thus provided with the competence to apply basic analytic procedures to
historical as well as modern texts and to attend further classes in historical linguistics
and/or medieval studies.

The introductory course is accompanied by a mandatory tutorial (1 h per week). The
specific time slots will be announced in the first session.

You do not have to register beforehand - just be there for the first meeting.

A story can be no greater than its creator, but together they forge new ground, becoming
far more than either alone -

Even long before people started writing their stories down, old tales had been invented,
narrated, and re-narrated making fantasy as old as human culture. Originally, these
fantastic narratives have never been a mere children's diversion but they offered morals,
values and much more. Today, however, an unfortunate multitude of people look down
upon or even doubt fantasy as a form of meaningful art.

This seminar will offer a linguistic introduction into the vast field of fantasy. We will
investigate the serious linguistic aspects related to selected works of fantasy, from old
fairy-tales up to more recent bestsellers such as Tolkien's works or Game of Thrones. We
will also devote some time to the study of other invented languages as well as
corresponding writing systems. Thus, this seminar will grant us a linguistic access to a
topic that is usually reserved for Literary Studies and, therefore, forge interdisciplinary
links.

Kommentar:

The (EFL) classroom represents a space in which the teacher may employ linguistic
knowledge to teach areas such as grammar or pronunciation, but it is also a place in
which teachers and students constantly negotiate and interact and in which students
showcase the skills they have acquired so far in their English-learning career. In the
seminar, we will cover both areas: We will discuss which place linguistics has in the EFL
classroom and how teachers may benefit from linguistic knowledge. In particular, we will
highlight which opportunities linguistics offers to teachers and how topics in linguistics
can be taught in appropriate ways. In addition, we will also deal with the pragmatics of
teacher-student interaction, how to assess learner language, and cognitive processes
associated with second-language acquisition. At the end of the seminar, students should
be able to (a) assess the potential of linguistics in teaching, (b) present and shape linguistic
topics according to the needs of their audience, and (c) understand which linguistic
processes are of relevance in the EFL classroom.

Although this seminar focuses on the EFL classroom, it is explicitly open and relevant to
both ‘Lehramt’ and ‘Fachbachelor’ students. Participants should be prepared to work
actively.

Kommentar:

Studying a foreign language necessarily involves comparison: where are similarities, where are
differences in the structural properties of the native and the foreign language? Although the
world’s languages display a bewildering array of diversity at a first glance, there is also a basic
unity in their core properties. Discovering, classifying and explaining the extent to which
languages share certain characteristics is the aim of linguistic typology. In this course, we will look
at English from a typological perspective: we will first see how the world’s languages can be
grouped together and where English fits in; we will then study the methods of typological
research. With this theoretical perspective in mind, we will focus upon some structural properties
of English and examine what is unusual and what is expected about them from a crosslinguistic
point of view. We will also consider whether some languages are ‘simpler’ or ‘better’ than others,
a topic that has been hotly debated in recent years.

Kommentar: This course provides a comprehensive introduction to the methods of literary
analysis and concepts of literary theory. It will introduce students to the basic elements of the
major literary genres and media contexts (narrative fiction, poetry, drama, film analysis), as well
as a number of key theoretical texts which inform Literary Studies today.

Special attention will be paid to questions such as: What is literature, and how do we identify a
text? What is the role of theory in reading literary texts? How do different methods of textual
analysis work and why do we need them? What are story, plot, point of view, and setting? What
do most film plots have in common?

We will apply these concepts and categories to a number of literary (and cinematic) examples,
including fairy tales, Shakespearean poetry and drama, and contemporary feature films.

Select theoretical texts as well as primary literature will be provided at the beginning of the term

Kommentar:

Vampires are everywhere, and once they have sunk their teeth into their victim, they are
notoriously hard to shake off again. No one makes this point more forcefully than Count Dracula,
who has unsettled countless readers and cinema audiences alike, and who has haunted popular
culture ever since his debut in Bram Stoker's eponymous novel of 1897. Yet what is usually
overlooked is that the Dracula of yore is a far cry from the charismatic vampires of today. In the
first half of the seminar, we will return to the origins of the ‘King of Vampires’, read Stoker's fin-
de-siecle horror classic and examine its narratological strategies, as well as discuss some of the
underlying themes that make the novel such a disquieting experience.

Vampires are everywhere - academic discourse, too, has become infested by vampires, who
shapeshift into metaphors and mesmerise unsuspecting scholars. Indeed, subsequent versions
of Dracula “act like vampires in sucking the life out of the passive, helpless progenitor texts who
enable their existence” (Leitch). In the second half of the seminar, we will expand our scope and
look at film versions of Dracula as well as Kim Newman'’s ‘sequel of sorts’, Anno Dracula (1992). To
this end, we will discuss concepts such as intertextuality and adaptation, and investigate whether
(such) ‘vampires' truly exist or are merely a myth to frighten literary scholars.

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Kommentar:

Short story scholarship tends to focus mainly on American short fiction and celebrate the short
story as a genuinely American form. Yet, there is a veritable tradition of short story writing in
Britain, too, that begins in the second half of the 19" century and continues until today. Indeed,
the British short story is a multifaceted and highly flexible genre that presently enjoys
unprecedented popularity with British readers, writers and literary critics.

In this course, we will trace the development of the British short story by reading stories from
select key practitioners like Rudyard Kipling, Virginia Woolf, V. S. Pritchett, Angela Carter, and
Jackie Kay. We will discuss these short stories in their respective sociocultural and historical
contexts and critically enquire into their strategies of meaning-making. Which themes do these
stories address? Which formal aspects are characteristic of these authors and their periods of
writing? How does the use of the short story form change over time?

We will approach the short stories chiefly through the lens of text-immanent, poststructuralist,
feminist, and postcolonial literary criticism. In doing so, we will practise the application of the
categories and methods of literary analysis students are familiar with from the Introduction to
Literary Studies.

All primary and secondary literature will be made available via OPAL.

When J.K. Rowling published Harry Potter and the Philosophers Stone, no one would have been able to
anticipate that the story of the boy who lived would become a national and international
phenomenon which would eventually span over a decade of books, movies, prequels and sequels
and would urge readers of all ages to take up reading (again) to follow the adventures of Potter. As
such a phenomenon, the Potter series has become a focus of various disciplines, such as pedagogy,
literary studies, economics or cultural studies.

The seminar examines and explores through a close reading of passages of Harry Potter and the
Order of Phoenix and, to an extent, Harry Potter and the Goblet of Fire, many of the issues found in the
series through the lens of cultural and literary theory. We will focus predominantly on the books
rather than on the movies, and will address matters and questions of genre, individual and national
identity, gender, privacy and surveillance, and the role of popular culture.

Adaptation is not only the simple process of ‘putting literature on screen’, it also
designates strategies of survival and ensures the longevity of narratives across space and
time. This seminar will examine the phenomenon of adaptation from a variety of
perspectives, and ask how adaptations contribute to the enduring appeal of classical
literary texts, how they celebrate, critically revise, and often ‘colonise’ existing pre-texts,
how changing a text’s plot structure and dramatis personae affects the reception, and what
we mean when we talk about the ‘adaptation industry’ (Simone Murray).

This will also entail debates which are not limited to the context of literary studies, but
which are of a wider political nature; Who determines meaning? How problematic are the
notions of authenticity and fidelity? What ideological pitfalls are linked to the concept of
authorship, and what is the relation between adaptation and (forceful) appropriation,
particularly when adaptations cross cultural boundaries?

Drawing upon the work of adaptation scholars like Linda Hutcheon, Thomas Leitch, or
Robert Stam, we will put various theoretical concepts into practice, studying William
Shakespeare's classic twin farce, The Comedy of Errors (1594), throughout the semester. In
addition to discussing the play's particular status within the Shakespearean oeuvre, we
will examine its adaptation history across several centuries and include its ancient pre-
text (Plautus's Menaechmi, 200 B.C.), subsequent ‘cleared-up’ versions of the play (Thomas
Hull's The Comedy of Errors, 1793), Hollywood films (Our Relations, 1936; Big Business, 1988),
Bollywood cinema (Angoor, 1982), and musicals (The Bomb-itty of Errors, 1999).

In addition to participating in the seminar, students will have a chance to attend the
international workshop Transcultural Adaptation, which will take place at TU Dresden in
November, and which will bring together adaptation scholars from various countries.

While in the 17th and 18th century it was primarily young,
upper-class men who travelled, the following centuries have seen the rise of middle-class and
working-class tourism, the latter being closely tied to such famous names like Thomas Cook and
places like Blackpool.

With a focus on Britain, this course explores the history of tourism from a cultural studies
perspective. Starting with the Grand Tour, we will analyse important developments, such as the rise
of working-class tourism in the 19th century, in order to find out how the meaning of the holiday and
the associated practices have altered over time, which conflicts accompanied these changes and to
what extent holiday practices are structured by power.

Materials will come from a variety of sources including advertisements, novels, guide books and web

pages.

Kommentar:

The 18th century was a period in which some British kings did not speak English, England and
Scotland became politically united as Great Britain, and colonialism saw its climax in the British
Empire only to suffer a severe setback with the independence of the American colonies. It was a time
of political corruption, of the Enlightenment and its demise in Romanticism, of “the rise of the novel”,
the oratorio as a new musical genre, the development of “British” art, the landscape park as an art
form, the rise of a specific English national identity. And, last but not least, the beginning of the
industrial revolution helped Britain become a leading world power. This list could be extended
almost indefinitely. To sum it up, 18th-century British cultural history is a period characterised by
multifaceted events and developments in which the interplay between specific national,
international and also global developments come increasingly into the foreground.

In the lecture course, major events and developments will be presented as patches that bring this
contradictory and complex period to life. The following fields of representation will be introduced
(among others):

- Enlightenment,

- political culture, incl. the rise of political parties and the office of the Prime Minister

- therise of the British Empire and colonialism,

- the coffee house as a site of intellectual life,

- the landscape garden and English/British architecture,

- theindustrial and French revolutions,

- “Gothic” and Romanticism as contrasting reactions.

Kommentar:

Films dealing with historic periods are never just fictional accounts of days gone by. They always
negotiate to some degree issues and debates of the time of their release. Some award winning
recent films like The King’s Speech (2010), Dunkirk (2017), Darkest Hour (2017) and Churchill (2017)
negotiate the affirmation and recovery of national identity in the face of existential hostile
threats. This can hardly be a coincidence considering the heated debate on Britain's national
unity in the wake of the Brexit referendum.

This seminar pursues two goals. We will ‘read’ the mentioned films by studying their filmic and
narrative techniques and strategies. The findings will then be linked to the rhetoric of the British
Brexit debate. Thus, we will study the interrelation and debates between popular cultural
products (films) and the political context of the time of their release (Brexit debate).

This course provides a comprehensive introduction to the methods of literary analysis and
concepts of literary theory. It will introduce students to the basic elements of the major literary
genres and media contexts (narrative fiction, poetry, drama, film analysis), as well as a number of
key theoretical texts which inform Literary Studies today.

Special attention will be paid to questions such as: What is literature, and how do we identify a
text? What is the role of theory in reading literary texts? How do different methods of textual
analysis work and why do we need them? What are story, plot, point of view, and setting? What
do most film plots have in common?

We will apply these concepts and categories to a number of literary (and cinematic) examples,
including fairy tales, Shakespearean poetry and drama, and contemporary feature films.

Kommentar:

In the course of the 19th century, the short story established itself as a most representative
genre of American literature characterized by a "sense of both mobility and democratic openness
to experience" (Scofield 2006). As critics have repeatedly noted, this short narrative form
flourishes in "marginal" spaces and frequently deals with submerged population groups. The
turn of the 20th century witnessed the growth of literary figures who found themselves situated
in "outsider" conditions - whether with regard to their places of residence, their understanding of
gender roles, their ethnic experiences, or their concepts of creativity.

In this course we want to read and critically discuss selected narratives in order to find out how
they rewrite the American short story tradition against the background of the cultural changes
that marked the decades of transition from the 19th to the 20th century. Our aim is to explore
the intersections of social, political, and psychological inevitabilities in the works of writers, such
as Kate Chopin, Charles Waddell Chestnutt, Ellen Glasgow, O. Henry, Hamlin Garland, Abraham
Cahan, Sui Sin Far, and Henry James, and to identify their highly diverse individual experiments
with forms of American short story writing, thus opening up this literary genre to new subjects
and narrative techniques.

This course offers the opportunity to intensively practice basic literary studies skills with the goal
of preparing you for some of the future tasks of your academic career (e.g., conducting research,
writing a term paper, giving a presentation, etc.). The class is designed for students in their first
year of studies. However, students at a more advanced stage who would like to improve their
analytical as well as writing skills are very welcome to join the course. Throughout the semester,
we will discuss a range of tools that scholars have devised to analyze literary texts, from
theoretical frameworks to close reading techniques. We will apply these different approaches in
our analyses of two well-known works of North American fiction, the 1925 US-American classic
The Great Gatsby by F. Scott Fitzgerald and the 1985 dystopian masterpiece The Handmaid'’s Tale
by Canadian author Margaret Atwood. By the end of this course, you will be familiar with various
strategies that will enable you to read, dissect, analyze, and critically respond to prose texts in
general and the two assigned novels in particular.

Kommentar:

In the course of the 19th century, the short story established itself as a most representative
genre of American literature characterized by a "sense of both mobility and democratic openness
to experience" (Scofield 2006). As critics have repeatedly noted, this short narrative form
flourishes in "marginal" spaces and frequently deals with submerged population groups. The
turn of the 20th century witnessed the growth of literary figures who found themselves situated
in "outsider" conditions - whether with regard to their places of residence, their understanding of
gender roles, their ethnic experiences, or their concepts of creativity.

In this course we want to read and critically discuss selected narratives in order to find out how
they rewrite the American short story tradition against the background of the cultural changes
that marked the decades of transition from the 19th to the 20th century. Our aim is to explore
the intersections of social, political, and psychological inevitabilities in the works of writers, such
as Kate Chopin, Charles Waddell Chestnutt, Ellen Glasgow, O. Henry, Hamlin Garland, Abraham
Cahan, Sui Sin Far, and Henry James, and to identify their highly diverse individual experiments
with forms of American short story writing, thus opening up this literary genre to new subjects
and narrative techniques.

A Reader with all the texts will be provided by the beginning of the semester.

Kommentar:

The transatlantic slave trade and the enslavement of African-descended people in the Americas
had large-scale repercussions for notions of freedom, humanity, and subjectivity in the United
States, among other modern Western civil societies. The apparatus of enslavement was all-
pervasive and affected society and culture on various, interconnected levels: on the level of
economic and political institutions as well as of cultural representations and of the (self-
)perception of unfree and free people alike. The seminar builds on the assumption that the
apparatus of enslavement could and cannot be known outside its textual and visual
formalizations. Human commodification and resistance to it were given shape in a set of
formalized practices. This is where the seminar sets in: it seeks to approach enslavement—its
structural and discursive impact as well as its fierce contestations and legacies—by way of
critically engaging its manifestations in literary and visual culture.

We will engage texts that invite us to analyze their narrative strategies (e.g. use of tropes,
constructions of times and places, the authorization of personal experience etc.). At the same
time, the material will also facilitate an examination of a variety of topical aspects such as the
racialized framing of gender and sexuality, the textual and visual (im)possibilities of articulating
violence, and the elicitation of affects among reading publics. We will examine a wide variety of
texts produced from various perspectives and in different genres and media that span a time
period from the seventeenth century to the present. The study of literary and visual material will
be complemented by discussions of recent historiographical and critical approaches to
enslavement.

This ‘kombinierte Sprachprifung’ concentrates on pronunciation and intonation skills but
also involves competence in grammar. There are two exam sections, an oral exam, which
tests spoken language skills, and a written exam, which tests:

(1) phonetic transcription

(2) the usage of verbs and tenses, as well the explanation of rules using grammatical
terminology

Students have to choose between British and American English but the course content is
very similar. Regarding pronunciation and intonation, we aim to identify the students’
problem areas, tune in students’ ears to pronunciation style and speech rhythm (stress
patterns, weak forms, linking), provide practical information on articulatory phonetics and
(some) phonology of English, practise interpreting and writing passages in phonetic script,
identify characteristic segmental and suprasegmental features in given (oral and/or
written) passages, establish islands of perfection (speaking complex passages in near-
perfect form) as stepping-stones to progress and improvement. The skills and knowledge
gained here will be developed in the year two Listening and Speaking course. Parts of the
seminars will be dedicated to practising and describing grammatical phenomena
concerning verbs and tenses.

This course deals with basic and advanced grammar concepts and targets the particular
problems foreigners in general and Germans in particular commonly have with English
grammar. This course builds on the knowledge of grammar gained at school, but whereas
“Abitur” classes often concentrate on communicative skills, this university course will focus
on accuracy and knowledge of grammatical structures. Although students have
encountered and practised most aspects of English grammar at school, many do not
control them well.

Using a contrastive approach, this class will address the English verb system, the
peculiarities of nouns and their determiners, part-of-speech analysis, parsing, gerunds vs.
infinitives, collocations, phrasal verbs, types of subordinate clauses, modal verbs, word
order (inversion etc), and adjective vs. adverb problems. Exercises will include: gap-filling,
transformations, error correction, translation and sentence analysis. Since the philosophy
of the class is partly based on a contrastive approach, translation from German into
English will also play a role. Reference books will be recommended in class.
