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Abstract: The KOS ('"Chaos") project is building a new operating system kernel (and
surrounding software infrastructure as needed) to study mechanisms and algorithms for
many-core, multi-socket computer systems with deep CPU/memory caching hierarchies.
The design objectives for the KOS software are simplicity and structural clarity, while the
research goals are rooted in the autonomic-computing concept of self-management.
