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Antrittsvorlesung: 
Optimality Conditions between Meaningfulness and Comput-
ability 
 
In continuous optimization we use optimality conditions such as stationarity or the KKT conditions to identify 
solution candidates. Here, stronger optimality conditions have the advantage that they result in a smaller set 
of solution candidates and thus hopefully in fewer non optimal candidates. However, at the same time it is 
harder to verify these stronger optimality conditions and to compute corresponding solution candidates. This 
tradeoff is illustrated using examples from several classes of optimization problems and related applications.
